The final report is due next week, so the council will review the final report in the November Meeting.  The budget has been changed as priorities and funding has made it necessary to move amounts to different categories.  (See budget sheet).  The biggest change would be from technology to professional development.  The issuance of chrome books to all sophomores has influenced this change.  The chrome books are a great addition to our sophomore students.

PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT

All teachers have been given the opportunity to attend professional development workshops this summer and recently after school.  These workshops have been geared to increasing the learning of all students.  The three main area of focus are relationships, rigor, and relevance.  Chris Loveless reviewed how each of these categories is being used by teachers as they create their SLO’s and how learning is impacted by incorporating these principles into the classroom.
Relationships: Advisory groups, the Five a Week Program, and a concentrated effort to get know each student, have helped facilitate relationships.  The students report that they have great relationships with the faculty and staff at PHS, but do not feel so good about their student to student relationships.  Good information for the next step.

Rigor:   This is where depth of knowledge comes into focus.  This is the scale:  I. Recall, II. Skill/Concept, III. Strategic Thinking, and IV. Extended Thinking.  Most of our teaching addresses the recall area.  The goal would be to move learning to at least a level three (Strategic Thinking) in every classroom.  These critical thinking skills will help all students make the transition to college and careers more successful.

Relevance:   This is where we make the connections to the “real world.”  Why do we need to know this information and how can I apply it to my future?  
Improving literacy skills (reading, writing, speaking) throughout the curriculum is a necessary step in meeting the goals set above.  Addressing college and career readiness (College Day, Application Week, Career/College readiness Month, College Tours, etc) will facilitate improvements in all areas.

*Follow-up – Dress code policy is being addressed daily, it is very hard to enforce.  An example was given of a student who no longer attends here because of numerous piercings.  The question is a diploma (She was a good student.) or enforce the policy?  She chose to no longer attend because of the enforcement of the policy.

*Question: Could the restrooms at the school be put on the Capitol Improvement list?  They look dirty even when they are clean.  Could they be updated?  It is an embarrassment when visitors and parents are at our school?
  This led to a discussion about landscaping and ways to make it more appealing.
*Concern for IEP or special needs students.  Are the teachers getting the snapshots of these kids so they can address the accommodations right at the first of school?  At the high school these issues are being addressed right at the beginning of school.  The teachers may need to be reminded periodically of a student’s accommodations.  The student has a responsibility to be an advocate for himself or herself.  At the high school this is very important as we transition students to the real world.
